Following a Magnetic Compass Bearing

The magnetic needle on your compass points toward magnetic North. 
We can describe any direction on the surface of the Earth by using the 360 degrees marked on the compass.
Compass bearings are numbers which represent a direction on Earth. The numbers correspond with the angle measured in a clockwise direction from 0 degrees at magnetic North.  Thus, 90 degrees from magnetic North (clockwise) represents the direction East and a 180 degree angle represents South.
